service).

Complete a one-night,
two-day expedition.

To gain this award Explorers

and/or Network members:

e  Must be a member of
Explorers or Network for
at least 12 months.

e Complete 12 nights away
(eight must be camping).

e Complete four activities
from the ICV List.

e Take up a skill for three

months and a physical

activity for six months OR

Take up a physical activity

for three months and a

skill for six months.

Provide service to an

individual or community

for six months (this can
include Young Leader
service).

e Complete a two-night,
three-day expedition.
