Update on the World Scout Moot 2021
The UK Contingent are excited to be taking a contingent of do-ers and give it a go-ers to Ireland, joining over 5000 Scouts from around the world for a truly international adventure. The UK Contingent Management Team recently came together over a chilly weekend in November to start working on plans for the event. We wanted to keep you in the loop and share what we know about the Moot so far, plus some next steps.

Top five things you need to know:
1) The 16th World Scout Moot takes place from 19th - 29th July 2021 in Ireland.
2) Participant experience is made up of two halves; Trails and Base Camp.
3) Participants join international patrols, meeting new friends from around the globe.
4) The backbone of the Moot is an amazing International Service Team who make the event happen.
5) The longest place name in Ireland is Muckanaghederdauhaulia. Try saying that 5 times fast!

What is a Moot?
The World Scout Moot is an international gathering of 18 to 25 year olds from around the world. Moots provide an opportunity for young adults in Scouting to meet together with the objective of improving their international understanding as citizens of the world. Every four years, the Moot takes place in different host country. The first Moot took place in 1931 in Switzerland, with the last two hosted in Iceland and Canada. The next Moot will be hosted by Scouting Ireland in 2021. The theme for this Moot is le chéile (leh kay-la) which translates to ‘together’. There is an old saying in the Irish language; “ní neart go cur le chéile” which means “there is no strength without unity”. The Moot will bring together thousands of Scouts from across the world, to share cultures, learn from each other and gain new skills.

Who can go to the Moot?
Members of The Scouts aged between 18 and 25 can attend. This means you’ll have been born between 19th July 2003 and 18th July 1995. If you’re outside of this age range, don’t worry! A hard working squad of International Service Team (IST) are being recruited aged 25 and over (born on 19th July 1995 or earlier) who will make the event happen.

Sounds good! Tell me more…
The Moot kicks off with an opening ceremony, where everyone will join together for the first time to celebrate the start of an amazing 10 days. Hyped up from the opening party, participants will then meet up with their International Patrols of 10. Four Patrols then come together as a Tribe, where participants cook and camp together. Then the fun starts! The first half of the Moot is focused around Trails. This is a 6-day mini expedition around the Irish countryside, exploring and taking in the culture, community, adventure and scenery that Ireland has to offer.

The second half of the Moot is at Base Camp. Think mini-jamboree with a range of programmes and activities to take part in including an international day, trips to Dublin, workshops and much more, along with spending time with new friends. Base Camp will be hosted at the beautiful Malahide Castle just outside of Dublin city centre.

For IST, there will be a range of roles and jobs to take on, from being on the road looking after patrols on their trials to setting up the base camp ready for everyone to arrive. You’ll be working alongside likeminded Scouts from all over the world. IST work hard, but also play hard with time to relax and take in Ireland.

Dates for your diary
As mentioned above the core dates for the World Scout Moot are from 19th - 29th July 2021. The organisers have requested that IST members attend from 17th – 30th July to take part in training and help set up/take down as necessary. Departures for participants will be on 30th July and for IST on 31st July. The UK Contingent are also looking at potential pre and/or post event options to give attendees the chance to get the most out of the trip to Ireland.

This sounds amazing! What’s next?
We are expecting more information about the UK Contingent heading to the Moot and how selection for the event will work in February 2020. Applications for both participants and IST are expected to open by the end of March 2020.
